Castle Rock Elementary School Transportation Requirements 2010-2011
Safe and orderly school bus transportation is a priority to the Castle Rock School District. These rules and regulations give parents and students specific information as well as the understanding that district transportation is a privilege and NOT a right.  Every student is completely responsible for 100% of their behavior at all times and students unwilling or unable to follow these rules will lose the privilege of being transported. 
Responsibilities:

1. All students are directly responsible to the school bus driver for their actions, and the driver’s directions and instructions must be promptly obeyed. Students are expected to be respectful and courteous at all times.
Bus Stops:

1. No stop shall be made to load or discharge students except at regularly designated stops which have been approved by the CRS Board of Trustees.  As it is a pedestrian/student safety issue, parents must park on the same side of street as the bus when dropping off or picking up students.
2. Permission to leave or board the bus at a stop other than a student’s regular stop REQUIRES a phone call or note from the parent before 2:00 pm the day the request is being made or the request won’t be honored.
3. If a student is not present at the stop for 10 days without parent contact the stop will be considered void.

Student Responsibilities:
1. Students must be at the bus loading area at least five (5) minutes prior to the scheduled bus arrival.

2. Students must behave in an orderly and respectful fashion while waiting at bus stops.  Students must remain at least 12 feet from the bus until the driver opens the door.  
Riding the Bus:

1. The bus driver will supervise the boarding and exiting of students from the bus, and will escort students whenever necessary.  Students will always follow ALL bus rules while the driver leaves the bus for an escort.
2. Students must remain quietly seated, facing forward at all times until they are exiting the bus or are otherwise directed by the driver.  No student is allowed to leave their seat while the bus is in motion.

3. As determined by each driver, loud, distracting talking, offensive, foul remarks and unnecessary confusion and noise are unacceptable at any time.  All unnecessary noise or confusion diverts the driver’s attention, and creates a serious safety issue which could result in an accident or injury.
Rules of Conduct:
1. Students are not allowed to eat food or drink on the bus except with the driver’s special permission.  Breakable containers are not allowed.  Students who violate this rule may have the food or drink confiscated.
2.   Students are to keep all parts of their body, including hair, inside the bus at all times.  Nothing is to be thrown

      out of a bus window, or on the bus, ever.  Windows may be opened only with the driver’s permission.
3. Paper and debris of any kind are not to be thrown or left on the floor or out of the bus at any time.

4. For health and safety reasons, shoes must be worn at all times on the bus, and the transportation of live animals or insects is not allowed.  Student seating (preference) is under the authority of the driver/district.
5. Students must keep their hands and feet to themselves. Horseplay, or fighting is absolutely not permitted.

Emergency Procedures:

1. The law requires all students to be SILENT at all railroad crossings and students are to be quiet at all school loading zones.  This is a critical safety issue and there will be no exceptions.
2. Students are never to touch emergency door or handles except in an actual emergency.

Leaving the Bus:

1. Students are to promptly report  to the bus driver any damage to seats or other parts of the bus near where they are sitting in order to avoid the responsibility for paying for such damage.

2. After leaving the bus, students are to always cross in front of the bus.

Disciplinary Action to be Taken:  Note: Mr. Telles Reviews the CAMERA RECORDINGS.
To avoid the consequences of progressive/corrective discipline, all students must take these rules seriously.
1. VERBAL WARNING: Students who violate these rules by demonstrating inappropriate or unacceptable behaviors will be warned by the driver to stop immediately. Students must stop, and must not repeat the behavior.  Note: Rudeness, negativity or back-talking to the driver will not be tolerated.
2. FIRST OFFENSE: If a student ignores the driver’s warning and refuses to stop the negative behavior, a first offense referral will be written by the driver, reviewed by the principal, and sent home to be signed by the parents along with the Transportation Rule Violation Student/Parent Worksheet. The student will be sent to Mr.Telles to complete the worksheet and may copy sections of this document, or may write sentences.
3. SECOND OFFENSE: A 1-5 day suspension from the bus may be imposed depending on the severity of the behavior. (Parent meeting and see #2 for the additional consequences)
4. THIRD OFFENSE: A 5-15 day (or) remainder of the trimester/year bus riding suspension. (see #2)
