1.   “It is outrageous to me that in the State of California my child will now receive an inferior education to the one that was offered in this state 20 years ago!  We were once the envy of the nation and offered world-class opportunities for students, now we’re a laughing-stock, a joke, and still the legislature does nothing.    Are you so removed from reality that you think you can ignore an angry public and parents like me?  I for one am not willing to sit by and let you ruin my child’s school and take away his/her right to a high quality education!”
2.  “I am tired of listening to the partisan bickering from both sides of the aisle in Sacramento.  Legislators are playing the “blame game” and in the meantime my child is losing the educational opportunities he/she should be taking for granted.”
